say what they like, don't like and
want to see in their Districts. Every
young person should be afforded
this opportunity. What we need to
do as Adults/Leaders is to LISTEN, a
very underused skilll See what you
can do in your Sections, Groups and
Districts and for my part | will
guarantee that at County level, | will
listen. Invite me along to any events
if that would help.

Thank you for all that you do for our
young people and long may it

continue. Let us make sure that 2010
is yet another successful year.

Many people will be saddened to
hear about the passing away of Dave
Jackson, Assistant County
Commissioner  (Public  Relations),
District Explorer Scout Administrator
for Brighton and a former District
Commissioner of Brighton. Dave had
been fighting cancer for some while
but unfortunately he finally
succumbed to it on 1% February,
aged 59.

Dave had given over 25 years service
to Scouting. Starting as a Skills
Instructor, he became a Scout Leader
in 1988 with 6™ Brighton, moving on
to be Assistant District Commissioner
(Scouts) in 1993, a position he held
until  being appointed District
Commissioner in 1998. Dave served
10 years as Brighton’s DC and on
retiring from this role he accepted
the challenge of developing the
County’s public relations and media
management as Assistant County
Commissioner (PR), a role he still held
when he died. He also took on the
job of Brighton's Explorer Scout
Administrator when he retired as DC.
Dave was the sort of person who,
when accepting any role in Scouting,
always gave of his best, even though
he could sometimes be controversial!
Those who knew Dave would know
that he was one of the ‘characters’ in
Scouting in East Sussex. Larger than
life, he loved to have light hearted
banter with his colleagues and many
friends and had a heart of gold.
David Jackson was truly committed
and dedicated to Scouting and was
awarded the Silver Acorn ‘in
recognition of specially distinguished
service’ in April 2009, Dave was
always one to keep his promise, ‘to
do his best’, and there was no better
example of this than in the way he
carried out his role during the last 12
months when his illness caused him
severe mobility problems. He will be
sorely missed and our sincere and
heartfelt condolences go to his wife
Lynn and their family.

“An efficient and
effective Group Executive is a
tremendous asset to any Group, and
by dispelling misconceptions about
who is or can be a member could
help more Groups achieve this.”

To clarify the position, POR rule
3.23.b.ii states: The Group Executive
Committee consists of:

Ex-officio Members

The Group Chairman, Secretary and
Treasurer; GSL, AGSL, all Section
Leaders, the Explorer Scout Leader
(if stated in a Partnership Agreement)
and the Sponsoring Authority or its
nominee.

Nominated Members

Persons nominated by the GSL. The
nominations must be approved at the
Group AGM. The number of
nominated members must not
exceed the number of elected
members.

Elected Members

Persons elected at the Group AGM.
These should normally be four to six
in number; the actual number must
be the subject of a resolution by the
Group Scout Council.

Co-opted Members

Persons co-opted annually by the
Group Executive Committee. The
number of co-opted members must
not exceed the number of elected
members.

Right of Attendance

The District Commissioner and the
District Chairman have the right of
attendance at meetings of the Group
Executive Committee.

iii. Ideally, between the nominated
members, elected members and co-
opted members, the Group Executive
should include a parent of at least
one Member of each of the

Sections in the Group.
